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Don’t do anything for selfish purposes, 
but with humility think of others as better 
than yourselves. Instead of each person 
watching out for their own good, watch 
out for what is better for others. Adopt the 
attitude that was in Christ Jesus: 

-Philippians 2. 3- 5 (CEB) 

 

 

Years ago, it was popular for people to wear 
WWJD bracelets. What would Jesus do was the 
question posed in an effort to empower people 
to think more like Jesus. I think of these words 
in Philippians frequently- 

“Adopt the attitude that was in Christ 
Jesus.” 

This seems like such a simple concept, but it is 
exceptionally hard to put into practice. Paul is 
reminding Christians that placing Jesus first 
requires removing all selfish purposes. In other 
words, Paul is saying that we need to focus on 
God first and allow Him to order the rest. Our 
ultimate example for how this looks is Jesus, the 
author and perfecter of our faith  
(Hebrews 12. 2). 
 

Jesus lived the ultimate in selflessness. My 
favorite thing about Christmas is not the birth 
story, but the statement in John 1 that the Word 
became flesh and lived with us. The idea of the 
King of Kings leaving His heavenly throne to live 
a life on earth should fascinate us all. Why would 

He do that? Why leave perfection for 
imperfection? It was His selfless determination 
to do what was best for the least of us. It was 
His complete determination to solve a problem 
that we created. His selflessness was evident 
from His first breath on the planet earth. His 
selflessness then led him to the cross where He 
would take His last breath for all of us. If 
anybody served as a model for what it means to 
look more to the needs of others than His own, 
it would be Jesus. He has set an exceptionally 
high bar for us to seek.  
 

So, can we do this? A part of our holiness 
tradition is that we believe we can! Not because 
of our own strength or abilities (which would be 
selfish), but because we believe in the power of 
the Holy Spirit. Jesus reminds people that we 
need to die daily and take up our cross (Luke 9. 
23). This is the only way we can accomplish 
having the attitude that is in Jesus. First, we 
need to deny ourselves. We need to stop 
seeking what is best for us and focus on God’s 
presence in us. Then, we need to follow the Holy 
Spirit so that we can bring the presence of our 
Lord and Savior into this world for His glory. 
 

Being Christ-like must be our ultimate goal. It 
requires the same self-sacrifice that Jesus 
experienced. A willingness to deny ourselves- 
our desires, our will, our selfish attitudes. It also 
requires allowing the Holy Spirit to have full 
authority over our lives. It is only after we do 
these things that God’s presence can permeate 
this world. I wonder how different this world 
would be if it were full of people dedicated to 
putting God first. John Wesley once said, “Give 
me one hundred men who hate nothing but sin 
and love God with all their hearts and I will shake 
the world for Christ!” Society changed because 
of those early Methodist. Slavery would get 
abolished; bars would be closed. Jails became 
more humane. It was a movement of the Holy 
Spirit. I can only imagine what would happen if 
Ono fully focused on God’s presence guiding 
us! I have already seen so many great things 
happening in our community. There’s work to be 
done, but it starts with us being fully committed 
to the presence of Jesus Christ.
