Bread is one of the best things on earth. As a
child, | have fond memories of going to the
farm and Grandma Faller’s fresh bread. Any
time we visited, she made sure to make bread.
Straight from the oven with a nice slab of
butter and my siblings and | were content
(especially since | grew up on margarine),
Later in life, | began to enjoy the variety of
choices there are and how they each have
different strengths. Some are great for
sandwiches. Some are great with a bowl of
pasta or soup. Bread, historically, has been a
way for cultures to survive throughout difficult
times. It is both filing and cheap. For
thousands of years, humans have used bread
to satisfy their physical bodies.

God understands the necessity of our physical
needs being met. As our Creator, He designed
us this way! Throughout Scripture, you see
God providing for the physical needs of His
people. It started in the garden where
everything was provided. It extended to
outside of the garden, but this time through
the sweat equity of humanity. As the Israelites
wandered the wilderness without opportunity
to plant and grow, God provided bread
through manna. First century Israel would
have had a strong connection to this story. It
was a foundational story about God'’s
provision even when times were difficult. Now

Jesus is using this story to refer to an even
greater need- our spiritual needs.

Physical bread is important for our physical
bodies, but like our bodies it is also
temporary. Manna could not be gathered and
stored. It was a daily reminder to the Israelites
to trust in God. The Lord’s prayer echoes this
by saying give us this day our daily bread. We
are not asking God for a retirement plan. We
are simply asking for today. Father, take care
of me today. We do that knowing that
tomorrow is just a new today... Each day we
trust Him. But Jesus offers even more.

Jesus says He is the bread of life. Unlike
manna which spoils and needs gathered and
consumed daily, Jesus’ spiritual provision is
for eternity. | love this reminder. Once we have
embraced Jesus, He is enough. We do not
need anything else. While there are many
things | think we can and should do to
empower our relationship with Him, He is the
fullness of what we need in and of Himself.
This is not a bread that we need to work to
get. It is the bread of life freely offered by the
Father to all of humanity. As we continue to
walk through the Lenten season, may we
partake of the glory of Jesus together. As we
root and grow in Him, may the bread of Life
continue to uplift, encourage and lead you for
His glory!
