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Jesus answered, “Most assuredly, I say to you, 
unless one is born of water and the Spirit, he 
cannot enter the kingdom of God. That which is 
born of the flesh is flesh, and that which is born 
of the Spirit is spirit. Do not marvel that I said to 
you, ‘You must be born again.’ The wind blows 
where it wishes, and you hear the sound of it, 
but cannot tell where it comes from and where it 
goes. So is everyone who is born of the Spirit.” 

-John 3. 5- 8 (NKJV) 
 

Of all the Holy mysteries we explored, I left out 
the one that intrigues me most. The mystery of 
the Holy Spirit’s movement. Personally, I like to 
believe I can control things. If I do x, then y is 
the result. I even attempt that in my spiritual life. 
If I read the Bible enough, pray enough, worship 
enough, give enough, serve enough, focus 
enough then I will be blessed with an 
abundance of the Holy Spirit. And that 
abundance, in my control oriented position, 
means that I will feel super blessed, life will be 
easy and I will have no doubt God is leading me. 
In Jesus’ conversation with Nicodemus it does 
not appear to be that easy. I also think that 
history has made it clear that it has never been 
so easy.  
 

I have longed for revival. When I first came to 
Christ in 1992, I was convinced revival was 
coming. I read about stories of revivals in 
Scotland, America and a variety of places. 
Some of the stories are amazing- towns that had 
prisons closed, taverns shut down and slaves 
freed all because of hearts changed by God! I 
still long and pray for those things to happen 
hundreds of years later. However, I realize that 
throughout history people like me have existed. 
I believe that throughout the history of the 
church universal, a lot of us have prayed and 
sought revival in our midst. We have plotted and 
planned. We organize worship services, 
services for our communities, lead Bible studies 
and prayer events- all with one goal- that the 
Holy Spirit would descend mightily and we might 
see revival in our land. The fact remains that it 
doesn’t always come as we desire. Perhaps this 
is a reminder about the mystery of the Holy 
Spirit. 
 

Jesus says the Holy Spirit comes like the wind- 
we do not fully comprehend this. I do think, 

however, we can fully trust the Holy Spirit. I still 
pray for revival. I plan and prepare in hopes of 
this revival, but I also accept that I can simply 
trust this Holy Spirit in my life and accept 
whatever happens.  
If anything, I think the greatest miracle in my life 
is I have the Holy Spirit. In Charles Wesley’s 
great hymn, “And Can it Be,” the line that hits 
me every time is: “‘Tis mercy all, immense and 
free; For, O my God, it found out me.” As 
individuals the greatest mystery of the Holy 
Spirit is that He has found us! This glorious wind 
of God has landed on us! May we continue to 
pray, plan and seek revival, but mostly may we 
rejoice in the fact that God’s presence has found 
us! May we stay forever grateful for this 
presence in our lives and continue to give Him 
glory for this great gift!
